From the President

      In Milbert’s message (see page 3), he identified Coretta Scott
King as a person who ”Looked up and Leaped Out”.
     It seems to me that neither she nor her husband, Dr. King,
feared places or people that were “Outside the Barrel” of their own
comfort zone— and— their example contains lessons for CAAAP
as we move forward:
lesson 1   Do not fear life “outside of the barrel” there are good allies
out there.
lesson 2   Working with organizations “outside of the barrel” is
essential to the achievement of the community based goals we’ve
set. For example: Roosevelt University and the Historical Society
brought to our efforts ideas  we never thought of and resources we
never had, such as having banners displayed on Michigan Avenue
with our images (go to page 5). Roosevelt had a PR
department available to help with all the publicity. We didn’t have to
re-invent the wheel. They put at CAAAP’s disposal, resources to do
all the preparatory work for the printing of the book.
lesson 3  There are other opportunities embedded in all the relation-
ships we form. We just have to look for them and “strike while the
iron is hot”.
     Now is not the time to rest!

Reflecting on growth

No time to rest on laurels

During a recent conversation with Milbert Brown, we
agreed that CAAAP’s “Journey” exhibition has been
viewed in many important Chicago venues and the time
has come for the exhibition to travel and for CAAAP to

grow. Looking back on that conversation and on CAAAP’s
endeavors during the past two years, it occurred to me that the
following lessons have been learned and should be remembered:  
     1. Our level of accomplishment increases when we establish
partnerships with organizations and people that can provide solid
access to the experience and resources needed to reach our
goals. Consequently, CAAAP needs to nurture and expand its
alliances.
     2. One method of building-in the experience and resources
CAAAP needs is through inclusion of needed organizational
representatives on the board. Consequently, CAAAP needs to
pursue this and/or other methods of establishing the needed
connections. 
     3. Added oversight, direction and control of the CAAAP
website is essential. Consequently, Philemon Najieb’s
recommendation that CAAAP form a skilled website management
group together with James Holly’s willingness to take on the job of
webmaster are both thoughtful and timely additions. 
     4. We must look beyond our original focus on the “Journey” in
order to maintain continued growth in CAAAP’s photographic
credibility.
     5. In order to maintain and increase CAAAP’s photographic
reputation and our members’ involvement, we must develop
commitment to a new and meaningful project that will keep us
creatively engaged in photography as an organization.       
     Although the time has come to begin a new project, it is
possible to do so without discarding the “Journey”. One way of
using our current exhibition is to make it a template for
encouraging communities such as the Hispanic, Polish and
others to document their own communities. The thinking behind
doing this is the belief that every community has both a right and
an obligation to tell its own story.
     The recent exhibition on Africans in Mexico may enhance the
possibility of instituting this idea in partnership with the Mexican
Fine Arts Museum.  A second way that CAAAP can grow past our
original focus involves expanding beyond Chicago and the United
States by developing a traveling exhibition— possibly to other
countries with African descendants where we can compare and
contrast our stories.                               
     These thoughts suggest a CAAAP whose image and activities
are developing beyond the boundaries of Chicago’s African
American Community. CAAAP’s challenge will involve coming to
an honest assessment of whether or not we are prepared to “leap
out” beyond our comfort zone. I hope that our response to this
challenge is one that future generations will view with pride and
want to follow.

     Dear Brothers and Sisters (CAAAP founders, charter
members and new members):                                                    
It’s almost midnight. Midnight is my special time. It is my time to
Look UP and Leap OUT.
     The sun is rising and Thursday (Feb. 2, 2006) will be a great day
for CAAAP. The book is out. It’s a gift to our great people who rose
from the shame of slavery and lived through Jim Crow and moved up
from the south to Chicago.
     We also must remember Coretta Scott King because after Dr.
King’s death she still looked up and leaped out. We all must be glad
she came this way. This month is a special month for CAAAP
founded in 1999 and Black History Month. We must leap out.
     In the 1920s, Dr. Carter G. Woodson founded Negro History and
Literature Week, which later became Black History Month. Dr.
Woodson urged Black people to devote more attention to the study
of Negro people. Dr. Woodson leaped out.
     In 1933, he wrote a book titled “The Mis-Education of the
Negro.”  Woodson stated in the book “when you control a man’s
thinking you do not have to worry about his actions. You do not have
to tell him not to stand here or go yonder. He will find his “proper
place” and will stay in it. You do not need to send him to the back
door. He will go without being told. In fact, if there is no back door,
he will cut one for his special benefit.”                                       Our
pictures and your work are clearly devoted to bringing attention to
the importance of Black people in Chicago and throughout the
nation. You have done a great service for CAAAP, the Black
community and yourselves and we thank you for leaping out. 
     The Founders of CAAAP were thinkers like Woodson. We knew
that one day we would have a book, a record of our great work. The
Founders were also looking up and leaping out on faith in 1999.
     Most importantly let us all celebrate this book. You and your
work are very important to this great organization and me. If you
have not been around for a while that is all right. We are like the
church, just come up to the front and tell us your sins, then give us
some money (dues) and you will be washed (smile).

     Look up and leap out.

Looking and Leaping Experiment
     Lastly, we must remember the group of frogs that were part of a
great experiment. The frogs were put in a large container and a lid
was placed on the container by the scientist. The frogs kept leaping
up, but they bumped their heads on the lid. After several years of
bumping their heads on the lid, they told their young not to leap up
or even look up because it’s hopeless and you will only bump your
head.

     This project is open to our members who live out of state or
members who will be out of town during the project’s shooting time
(Good Friday thru Easter Sunday). You can photograph “The
Awakening” anywhere in America.
When will the project begin and end?
CAAAP members can begin photographing on Good Friday, April
14th and the project stops at the end of Easter Sunday, April 16,
2006.
     What can you photograph?  You can photograph African-
American culture and life during Easter Sunday weekend. Ex-
amples: People shopping during Good Friday, the services on Good
Friday, families entering the church on Easter Sunday and or Easter
Sunday services, etc. You can also photograph at your home place
of worship or at any place of worship. (church, temple, mosque,
etc). Please check with the church’s pastor/leader if you are
photographing in a religious site (church, temple, mosque, etc).
     Can you use film or digital? We would prefer that you use
digital files for this project, but you can also use a film-based
camera.  If you use film have (CVS, Walgreens, Helix) or your film
processor to make you a digital CD. We will need your final project
to be a digital generated file on a CD. You can also scan the film-
based negatives into digital files.
     Who will edit the pictures?  Please you need to edit your
photos to be no more than 12 pictures. If you turn in an unedited
CD, then it will be edited down to 12 wonderful pictures per photog-
rapher. Your project can be a photographic multi-picture essay and
or a single picture.

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breed violence — hunger, unemployment, voting rights and racism.
     She spoke out “on behalf of racial and economic justice,
women’s and children’s rights, gay and lesbian dignity, religious
freedom, the needs of the poor and homeless, full employment,
health care, educational opportunities, nuclear disarmament and
ecological sanity,” according to her biography.
     King is the first female and African-American to lie in state at the
Georgia Capital. Approximately 42,000 mourners waited in the rain
at the Capital as the horse drawn carriage arrived. Her body also
lied in state at Ebenezer Baptist Church in Atlanta, where Dr. King
preached.
     Her funeral was held at New Birth Missionary Church in Lithonia,
Ga. where over 10,000 people attended. King’s youngest daughter
Yolanda is a minister there. New Birth is the largest black church in
Atlanta. The funeral included a wide array of dignitaries from presi-
dents, local, national and international leaders, movies stars, music
stars, etc.  It was televised on C-SPAN for nearly 7 hours.Yolanda
delivered the eulogy.
     Born in Marion, Alabama, on April 27, 1927, Coretta Scott
graduated as valedictorian of her high school class and attended
Antioch College in Yellow Springs, Ohio. She received a B.A. in
music and education and then studied concert singing at the New
England Conservatory of Music in Boston, Massachusetts. She got
a degree in voice and violin, according to her biography. She used
her voice to sing at Freedom Concerts to raise funds Southern
Christian Leadership Conference where Dr. King was its first
president.
     While there, she met a theology student from Atlanta, Martin
Luther King Jr., who was pursuing a doctorate at Boston University.

They married on June 18, 1953, in her hometown of Marion.
King received numerous honorary degrees, including Princeton,
Duke and Bates colleges.

The Queen is now
with her King

Coretta Scott King, wife of slain civil rights leader Dr. Martin
Luther King, Jr., died January 30, 2006. She had suffered
a stroke in 2005 and her health had been on the decline.

She is believed to have died from respiratory failure.
     King became a symbol, in her own right, of her husband’s
struggle for peace and unity, presiding with a quiet, steady, stoic
presence over seminars and conferences on global issues. She
became an influential voice for social change and human rights.
She worked for decades to have a federal holiday in her late
husband’s honor. It finally occurred in 1986.
     “I’m more determined than ever that my husband’s dream will

become a reality,” King said soon after his slaying, a demonstration
of the strong will that lay beneath the placid calm and dignity of her
character.
     In 1969, she founded the multimillion-dollar Martin Luther King Jr.
Center for Nonviolent Social Change. King saw to it that the center
became deeply involved with the issues that she said
